Important concepts

> Your study permit confirms your temporary resident status as a student in Canada. It is your responsibility
to maintain valid immigration status and adhere to immigration rules while you are in Canada.

> Keep your study permit and passport secure (carry only if travelling). If you need to carry official ID, it is
better to have an Ontario driver’s license or Ontario photo card.

> Study permits become invalid 90 days after completing your studies OR on expiry, whichever is earlier.

Know your expiry dates!

> Your study permit and immigration documents can only be issued up to the expiry date of your passport.
We recommend you renew your passport 6 months in advance, if possible.

> Renew your study permit before it expires — we recommend 3 months ahead of expiry.

Study permit conditions

> A study permit is required for programs that are 6 months or longer (unless you are a permanent resident
or Canadian citizen).

> As astudy permit holder, there are a number of conditions you need to meet. If you don’t meet these
conditions, you may lose your student status and study permit. You may also have to leave Canada.

Active pursuit of studies

> All study permit holders must actively pursue their program of study while they are in Canada.

WHAT IS ACTIVE PURSUIT?

> Minimum of part-time enrolment
> Authorized leave not exceeding 150 days
> Make reasonable progress towards completion in time allotted by the program

HOWEVER....

> We recommend you maintain full-time student status to be able to work and to be eligible for a post-
graduation work permit (PGWP).

Important notes on work

> You cannot start working until your program’s classes start.

> On October 7, 2022 IRCC announced a temporary lift on the limit for off-campus work hours. To be
eligible, you must either have had a valid study permit on Oct. 7 or have applied for a study permit
(extension included) on or before Oct. 7. This policy is in effect until either that study permit expires or
December 31, 2023, whichever is first. To check your eligibility, take the York International full-time off
campus work eligibility quiz.

> If you are taking two programs, you can work full-time between the programs if you meet all of these
requirements:
* You were already able to work off campus during your previous studies
* You have a valid study permit or you applied to extend your study permit before it expired
* You received written confirmation from your current school that you completed your program
* You received a letter of acceptance to a new full-time study program at a DLI

* You’ll start your new program within 150 calendar days of receiving the confirmation that you completed your
previous program

Restoration

If you do not submit an extension application and your study permit expires, you have lost your status. In
some cases, you may apply to restore your status as a student. Please get advice from an international
student advisor if you find yourself in this situation.

To apply, you must:
> Submit your application within 90 calendar days of losing your status
> Keep meeting the requirements for your stay
> Have met all the conditions listed on your permit and
> Pay your fees:
» Restoration ($200)
« Study permit ($150)
« Biometrics, if applicable ($85)

You must explain how you lost your status and why you stayed in Canada longer than allowed. There’s no
guarantee that your application will be approved. You can stay in Canada while IRCC processes your
application. However, you cannot study (or work) until your student status is restored.

Maintained status

> If you apply to extend your study permit before it expires, you can legally stay in Canada and keep
studying (and working if eligible) while you wait for a decision even after the expiry of your study permit.

> This applies to your SIN as well.

How do I extend my study permit?

« apply for a new study permit from outside Canada and wait for its approval before planning your return or
« enter Canada before your current permit expires to apply for an extension

Confirmation of current enrolment

> As you are a current student, you should be providing proof of enrolment. Only students starting a new
program should provide a letter of acceptance. Your letter of enrolment should confirm:
1. your enrolment for the next academic session and
2. your expected graduation date.

Proof of financial support - basics

> As when you first applied for a study permit, you must prove that you can still support yourself (and any
accompanying family members), while you are in Canada.

> You should be prepared to demonstrate the ability to fund at least one full year of tuition and a minimum
of $10,000 for one year of living expenses (additional funds required if you have dependent(s) living here
with you)

> We recommend you provide as much proof of financial support as possible, rather than stop at the
minimum.

Proof of financial support - introductory letter

We recommend you write a letter to introduce the documents you are submitting for your financial support
in your application.

This letter should include:
> Your name, date of birth and UCI number
> The title “Proof of Funds and Financial Support”

> A brief summary confirming that you meet the eligibility requirements for having sufficient funds

Passport and digital photo

What about biometrics (fingerprints and photo)?

> Biometrics for visas, study permits and work permits are valid for 10 years. If you are not sure if/when
you’ve given them in the past, you can use the biometrics check status tool.

> In-Canada biometrics exemptions have ended for study permit extensions. If you are applying from
outside Canada, Check to see if you are exempt from giving biometrics.

Steps if you must give biometrics:

1. Paythe $85 fee with your application

2. Get aninstruction letter

3. Book an appointment (select Service Canada Centres)
4. Give your biometrics

What if my study permit expires while I’'m waiting for a decision?

> If you applied for a study permit extension before the expiry of your study permit, you have
what is called “maintained status” until a decision is made on your application. You can

continue to study (and work, if eligible) until you either receive the new study permitor receive
a refusal.

> If you receive a refusal, please get in touch with an international student advisor
ladvisor@yorku.ca for advice.
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Social Insurance Number

> Your study permit and SIN will expire at the same time

> You can only apply to renew your SIN once you have the new (extended) study permit. You can apply for a
SIN online or at a Service Canada Centre.

> As long as you submit your study permit extension before the expiry of your study permit, you can continue
to use your SIN (assuming you are eligible to work).
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Temporary Resident Visa (TRV)

>

You need to apply to renew your temporary resident VISA after your study permit (or post-graduation

work permit) is renewed.

* You will log into your IRCC account and start by filling out the eligibility questionnaire.

« For the first set of questions, select the option to “study” for “temporarily — more than 6 months” (if you choose
“visit” it will generate the wrong document checklist).

« Eventually you will get to the result that says you are eligible to extend your study permit and right underneath it will
say that you can extend your temporary resident visa — click on that form.

« Then, answer a few more questions and eventually it will lead you to the document checklist.
